ears, and controlling external parasites.
Why choose a groomer?

You may not have the time, tools, experience, or physical ability to
adequately groom your pet. For example, some animals (like
poodles) have their fur groomed into particular styles that require a
professional. Or a pet may require regular or seasonal clipping,
medicated or flea baths, removal of skunk odors or harmful
substances, or removal of matted fur. Typically, a trained
professional can more safely and humanely handle tricky
procedures and temperamental or frightened animals. (Removing
severe mats should always be done by an experienced groomer to
avoid accidental cuts.) Keep in mind, however, that professional
groomers aren't miracle workers; it's up to you to stay on top of
your pet's grooming needs.
